Basic concept Fine motor skills, Knowledge about development of an apple

Step 1: Put the wooden frame and the puzzle pieces on the table.

Step 2: Try to sort the puzzle pieces according to their number on the backside. Start with
number 1.

Step 3: Finish the puzzle and try to get a first understanding about the growing of an apple.
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Advanced concept Communication

Let the children puzzle the layers one by one without using the frame and bring them in correct
order. Use the different layers to talk about the development of an apple. Encourage the children
to talk about their own experiences. Does anyone have an apple tree at home? How does an
apple look like? How does it taste, smell, feel,...?

Talk about healthy and unhealthy food. Create a list with
the children. What do you have to eat more less? Every
child can draw some food and you can develop a food
pyramid together.

Talk about the growth of different food. How does it
grow? What does it need (water/sun)? Maybe you can
get some seed with the children and look what happens if
you plant it. If you get some cress you can observe fast
progress. You can also try to put the different plant pots
at different places. What happens if a plant pot is in the
closet? If it doesn’t get water? If it gets very much water?

Does the child need help or is she/ he easily frustrated?

Can you notice an age appropriate vocabulary for this topic?
