	extra goals: Language skills: Learning to name the different colors and animals by talking about them with other players and your teacher.
Motor skills: Learning to make smooth movements with hand and fingers.
Social skills: Enhancing social skills by playing together.
	basic concept: 
	step 1: Place the wooden sorting plates and the wooden blocks on the table. Make yourself familiar with the material of the game. 
	step 2: Can you name the different shapes and colors of the wooden blocks and sorting plates? 
	step 3: Try to sort the wooden shapes to their respective sorting plate. 
	advanced concept: 
	advanced concept1: Play with a partner (or your teacher). Play the game with the same rules as written above. Describe your actions: "I want to put the purple elephant into the triangle sorting plate". 
(orange - lion - polygon; blue - hippo - circle)
