	main goal: Fine motor skills 1: Making fluid movements with hands and fingers.
	extra goals: Language skills: Learning to name the different colors and animals by talking about them with other players and your teacher.
Science skills: Learning about the environment of the animals by sharing previous knowledge, listening to your teacher or reading a book.
Social skills: Enhancing social skills by interacting with others.
	basic concept: 
	step 1: Place the wooden animals and the string on a table.
	step 2: Can you name all the animals? Try to describe the colors.
	step 3: Lace all the animals on the string using the lacing stick.
	advanced concept: 
	advanced concept1: Place all the wooden animals, the cards and the string on a table. Organize the wooden cards into a specific order. Now try to lace the animals on the string in this particular order. Name the animals afterwards (for example: elephant, rhino, hippo, lion, giraffe, monkey).
