	basic concept: 
	step 1: Place one game board (faced up with the green frame) and one cheese for every player on a table. Mix the cheese cards and place them on a stack in the middle of the table.
	step 2: One player draws a cheese card. All players look for the matching combination on the mice on their own game board. Whoever is the first to find the combination gets the cheese card to keep. The other players continue to look for a matching combination (except for the child that has already found one). As soon as another player found the combination that player may roll the dice two times. If the symbol on the dice matches the symbol on the back of one of the mice in the holes that player may also take a card from the stack. 
	step 3: The game ends when at least one of the players has collected four cheese cards. It is possible for there to be more than one winner.

Chose the red side of the game board. You do not need a dice for this version of the game. Look for the three mice on the cheese card. Only the fastest player to find the combination gets the cheese card. The first player to collect four cheese cards wins the game.

	activities: Talk to the children about mice. Gather some information and pictures to show the children. Who has seen a real mouse before? Where? Talk to the children about places a mouse usually lives. Who are the natural enemies of mice? Ask the children to share their experiences with mice. Encourage them to be as detailed as possible. 

Each child is given a game board. Have one of the children roll the symbol dice. Every child tries to find a mouse with the symbol of the dice on their own game board as quickly as possible. Once they have found the mouse, have them shout out the color of the mouse. This will develop the childrens ability to recognize and connect a certain color.
